1. General Course Description

This course provides an introduction to Computer-Aided Drafting (CAD), which is one of the most direct computer applications in architecture. The course introduces drafting concepts pertaining to CAD in general, and those that are particular to a selected drafting package. Throughout the course, the emphasis is placed on two-dimensional drawing techniques. The course is primarily based on developing and enhancing 2D computer modeling skills through hands-on experience.
2. Course Objectives
· To understand typical drafting concepts found in many CAD programs (e.g., layering and grouping). 

· To work efficiently and comfortably with the selected drafting packages (through supervised drafting sessions).

· To learn pertinent techniques to accelerate the drafting process, while maintaining accuracy and readability of drawings (multiple selections, drawing entity selection, linking files, etc.).
